FOR SELECTION OF REPRESENTATIVES FROM THE CIVIL SOCIETY ORGANISATIONS ACTIVE IN THE FIELD OF EUROPEAN INTEGRATION IN THE REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA
FOR THE SECTORAL MONITORING COMMITTEE OF IPA TRANSITIONAL ASSISTANCE AND INSTITUTIONAL BUILDING COMPONENT 
(IPA component I)

Introduction

The Regulation for establishment of Instrument for pre-accession instrument (IPA), No. 1085/2007 was adopted on July 17, 2006 whereby IPA will be implemented through five components and one being the Transitional Assistance and Institution Building (TAIB).  The aim of this component is to support the institution building and fulfilment of the Copenhagen criteria.  

The concerned projects/programmes under this component are subject of annual programming and likewise are monitored twice a year by the TAIB Sectoral Monitoring Committee.  
Purpose of the call

The purpose of this call is selection of four representatives from associations and foundations
 who shall participate in the work of the TAIB Committee with one voting right at any given time. Therefore, the 4 selected representatives will rotate every 6 months, having one voting right, and the remaining 3 representatives will attend to the meetings of the SMC as observers.

Target group of the call

The associations and foundations that could participate on this call are actively operating in the areas of: monitoring and support of the process of European integration; democracy, rule of law and good governance; human rights; environmental protection; equal opportunities; social inclusion; education; fight against corruption and organized crime; support to the development of agriculture; promotion of interethnic relations; protection of consumers; transport and energy; other areas from the social life that are financially supported with funds under this IPA component.  
Who can make a proposal
Candidate/s for member and observers in TAIB Committee as representative/s from associations and foundations can be proposed at least from one organization or group of organizations, which main activity is listed in the target group of this call.

The organization that nominates the representative should have capacity to bear the financial costs that may arise and to enable logistic support for the engagement of the proposed candidate for representative in the TAIB Committee, if the candidate will be selected for member or observer in this body. 
Eligibility criteria
The proposed candidates should meet the following criteria:

· Knowledge of the Regulation for establishing the IPA and IPA Implementing Regulation;

· Knowledge of the European integration process of the country including the NPAA, the Accession Partnership, Stabilization and Association Agreement;

· Experience in the preparation of development strategies and programmes, and/or membership in bodies that are managing development programmes;

· Excellent knowledge of the English language (written and verbal);
· At least 3 years experience in questions related to the process of the European integration.
The association/foundation that proposes the candidate should meet the following criteria:

· active participation in project development and implementation  (in the field of EU will be considered as advantage);
· technical and financial sustainability;

· should not be directly related with the organizations that have already delegated its own members in the TAIB committee.

Deadlines
· Publication of the Call (daily newspapers and website) on 26.05.2011 at 9.00h;

· Submission of application forms via post or electronically till 09.06.2011 (Thursday, 10 working days) till 16.30h (end of business) in one original and two copies on both languages (Macedonian and English);

· Announcement of the list of candidates and start of the selection procedure on 10.06.2011 (Friday) at 10.00h;

· Selection procedure completed by 16.06.2011 (Thursday) till 16:00h;
· Announcement of 4 selected representatives on 17.06.2011 (Friday) at 12:00h.
Nomination of candidates

The associations and foundations which would like to nominate candidates, should submit the following documents:

· Application for nomination of candidates in line with the eligibility criteria,  accompanied with motivation letter;

· Information about the association and foundation that nominates the candidate (short profile of the organization–about 2 pages, with the following information: vision, mission, organizational structure and management, programmes and activities, memberships, results achieved and ways of financing);
· CV of the proposed candidate (using the EU format for short biography, available at http://www.europass.si/en/europass_documents/europass_cv.aspx - max 4 pages);

· Statement of assurance.
Submission of application forms for nomination of candidates

The application forms with the necessary documentation should be submitted to the Verification Commission. The Verification Commission is composed of three members: two representatives from the Secretariat for European Affairs, and one from the European Union Delegation.
